2. Retract blade completely by pressing hydraulic release lever (A).
3. Release latch (B), and open tool head for simple tool positioning around subject to be cut.
NOTE: Tool head rotates 180° to aid in proper alignment.
4. Place subject in tool head (C) and close latch securely.
NOTE: Failure to secure latch may result in severe tool damage and/or personal injury.
5. Position subject at a 90° angle to the tool head and cutting blade.
